Dear Parents/Guardians:

There will be a Student/Parent Orientation Night at Bristol-Plymouth Regional Technical School for all incoming freshmen and new upperclassmen on Wednesday, August 18, 2010 at 6 p.m. in the gymnasium.

I encourage you to attend this evening because the program will help you and your child to transition to both Bristol-Plymouth and to the increased demands of high school.  It is important that you have an understanding of the educational opportunities available at Bristol-Plymouth so that you are better able to assist your child in achieving his/her maximum educational potential.  

You may begin to arrive at 5:15 p.m. if you are interested in speaking informally to some of our coaches, teachers, guidance counselors, cafeteria manager, bus company representative and extracurricular advisors. The school nurse will also be available to meet you and discuss minor health issues.  If your child’s health condition is more complex, you will be able to make an appointment to meet privately with the nurse on September 1, 2010. 

The program for parents and students will begin promptly at 6 p.m.  During this presentation, parents and students will be introduced to many of our policies pertaining to attendance, grading, and about our technical programs.  Following this program, the parents’ orientation will continue in the gymnasium and students will be escorted to several areas of the school to have ID pictures taken, meet with a student panel and to receive admission packets.  Students will then be escorted back to the gymnasium to meet their parents.
The admission packets will contain important information including emergency and other information forms, many of which must be returned on the first day of school, September 2nd.  I encourage you to review and complete these forms in a timely manner.  When students are photographed for their ID pictures, they may also purchase portrait photos.  You will soon receive a packet of information from Lifetouch National School Studios, our official photographer.  Please review this information and if you plan to purchase any photos, be sure to complete the order form and bring it with you on the evening of the orientation.  This will expedite the process during the photography portion of the evening.  
I have enclosed the bus route for your child.  Please review it so that you can address any concerns with the bus company representative between 5:15 p.m. and 6:00 p.m. prior to the orientation program.  On the evening of the orientation, please park in the back of the school and follow the signs to the gymnasium.
